It contains many articles on 
current political events, for example the war between Russian Empire and 
Ottoman Empire, and also has many smaller texts of a social nature - 
announcements, advertisements. In addition to the newspaper, the 
deliberations of the Four-Year Seym are described, at which the May 3rd 
Constitution will be announced in a few years.

Couple from Częstochowa

The couple shown in the photos got married

in the 1930 in Częstochowa (Poland). The

bride's name was Józefa, and the groom's

name was Zygmunt. They both came from

nearby villages, from poor peasant

families. They both only graduated from

primary school. And while writing, they made

spelling mistakes. Despite these facts, it is

hard to recognize the Young Couple shown in

the photos as belonging to the peasant class.

The reason is the ceremonial wedding outfits.



Mr. Zygmunt is clean shaven and his hair is

combed with a side parting, which was a very

elegant and popular hairstyle at the time. A

white bow tie is tied around his neck and

white gloves are on his hands. However, the

wedding attire at that time was a frock coat or

a jacket. This custom was strictly followed by

the middle class and, of course, the

aristocracy. Nevertheless, Mr. Zygmunt was

wearing a suit, although it was festive. This

betrays his belonging to the lower class.



The bride also gives the impression of a much wealthier person than she really was. Her hair is 

styled as a typical elegant woman from the interwar period. Flowers in her hair add to its 

charm and at the same time beautifully complement the impression of a wedding ceremony. 

On the pictures you can see that Mrs. Józefa is also wearing white gloves and is holding a 

decorated bouquet of flowers. Her white dress has a typical cut from the 20s and 30s. This 

means the dress reveals the ankles and has short sleeves. The sleeves are covered with a long 

veil reaching from the head to the ground. Nevertheless, the uncovering of the ankles is in 

contradiction to the then, as well as today, custom of wearing a long wedding dress in the 

Victorian or Edwardian style. This is another proof of the bride's indigent origin.



The young couple were most likely married in 1931. The photo was taken at the 

"Fot Majchrowski" factory on Narutowicza Street in Częstochowa. This is 

today's Krakowska Street. Before World War II, it was one of Częstochowa's 

representative streets. There were many elegant tenement houses and more 

wealthy citizens of the city. During the Nazi occupation, this district was turned 

into a Jewish ghetto.
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
